Whenever you ask a
question this MUST be accompanied by appropriate facial
expressions and body language to show that it is a question and to
show what kind of response you expect from the other person.

What Where  When Why Which Who How

The question word is often asked at the end of the sentence but
there are occasions when it is place at the beginning of the
sentence; even very occasionally at both beginning and end of the
question sentence. It is best to learn these from experience.
